ALEKS QuickTables - Basic Math Skills Fluency

ALEKS QuickTables is a research-based, math fact mastery program for multiplication,
division, addition, and subtraction. The online program is fully integrated with ALEKS
Rtl course products, and offers an interactive Student Module with ongoing assessment,
learning, review, and visual tracking of student progress.

ALEKS QuickTables enables and motivates students in all three Rtl tiers to develop and
consolidate essential math fact fluency. The state-of-the-art technology employed by the
program accurately assesses the skill level of each student and individually targets math
fact practice, while motivating students with challenging arithmetic skill-based games.
ALEKS QuickTables also generates detailed reports to guide and inform instruction and
monitor student progress.

HOW CAN ALEKS BE IMPLEMENTED IN RTI PROGRAMS?

Students can begin an ALEKS Rtl Tier 1 course product, an Rtl Tier 2 course product, or MS Rtl
Tier 3 if they have already been placed into an Rtl tier.

If students have not yet been placed into an appropriate tier, schools and districts can screen
students at the beginning of the school year using the MS Rtl Screening Assessment. Based
on their assessment results, students can then be placed into an appropriate ALEKS course.

Tier 1

Tier 1 students will be placed into their respective ALEKS grade level courses. For example,
aTier 1 student in Grade 6 will be placed into Mathematics - MS/LV 6. This student will learn
in the ALEKS course and use QuickTables minimally. QuickTables can be assigned to the
program as needed to establish and/or refresh the student’s fluency with basic math facts.

Mathematics - MS/LV 6

Tier 2 students will be placed into their respective Rtl courses. For example, a Tier 2 student
in Grade 6 will be placed into Rtl 6. Tier 2 students will also use QuickTables on a consistent
basis to consolidate their fluency with basic math facts. Once mastery has been established,
QuickTables will be used only as needed. It is recommended that a teacher or other adult
supervise students in Tier 2 intervention in a lab or classroom setting.

Tier 2 students will be most likely to move up into Tier 1 if they use ALEKS as an interventional
instruction method for a minimum of 5 hours per week; daily use is recommended. For
example, Tier 2 Grade 6 students will advance from Rtl 6 to Mathematics - MS/LV 6, thereby
catching up to their classmates in Tier 1.

Tier 3 students, regardless of their grade level, will be placed into MS Rtl Tier 3, and also
require human intervention and persistent, individual attention. QuickTables will serve a
critical role in their intervention by developing and consolidating their fluency with basic
math facts. QuickTables provides individualized attention while reducing necessary human
intervention because it requires minimal supervision by an adult professional or parent.
Additionally, ALEKS can guide teachers, aides, and parents in targeting their interventional
instruction through dynamic, automated reports and individualized learning.

Tier 3 students in MS Rtl Tier 3 can progress into Tier 2 and their respective grade level Rtl
courses. For example, Tier 3 Grade 6 students will advance from MS Rt Tier 3 to Rtl 6, thereby
catching up to their classmates in Tier 2.
